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Governor Jerry Brown signed SB 32 on Thurs., Sept 8. He said, "This is big, and
T hope it sends a message across the country."

Sustainable Silicon Valley actively supported and promoted SB 32, and last week we were thrilled
when Governor Jerry Brown signed this historic and ambitious piece of legislation. SB 32 expands on
Assembly Bill 32 and requires California to reduce greenhouse gas emissions to 40 percent below
1990 levels by 2030.

The Governor's website shares information about AB 32, SB 32, and Under2 Coalition-- a global climate
pact among cities, states and countries to limit the increase in the world's average tem perature to below 2
degrees Celsius. The Under 2 MOU was initiated in partnership with California and Baden-
Wiirttembergout to help galvanize action at COP 21 (which resulted in the Paris Agreement). Central to
the agreement is that all signatories agree to reduce their greenhouse gas emissions 80 to 95%, or limit to
2 metric tons CO2 - equivalent per capita, by 2050.

SSV has long believed that climate change will be addressed at the regional level. Now is the time for the
Bay Area to demonstrate leadership in California, the US, and around the world. We hope you will
support SSV and join us as we continue to facilitate cross sector collaboration and innovative projects,
education, events, and policies that deliver sustainable solutions.
